Club History
Greytown Cricket Club is proud of its long heritage and pedigree as the second oldest cricket club in New Zealand. The Club was established in 1867 by the Reverend Amos Knell and were based in Mr Skipper's paddock in Kuratawhiti Street. In November 1867 Greytown, captained by Thomas Kempton, were challenged by a combined team from Tauheranikau and Featherston and lost. 

In 1885 the club had 45 members, two pounds eight shillings and ninepence in the bank and was playing regularly on O'Connor's paddock in Kuratawhiti Street. By 1893 there were seven teams from Masterton to Featherston (two from Grey town) playing against one another. Until 1923 these games were played on Thursday afternoons as this was a half day holiday for trade’s people. In 1894 the Wairarapa Cricket Assn was formed with Greytown winning the inaugural competition. Greytown were again winners in 1895/96, 1902/03 and 1903/04. 

In 1903 the only first class wicket in the Wairarapa was at Greytown and a rep game took place between Wairarapa and Hawke’s Bay 2nd XI. 

Between the two world wars Greytown fielded a senior team infrequently but had success with a junior side that won the championship in 1931/32 and again in 1932/33. In 1945 the Club re-formed and fielded a junior team and a third grade team. It was not until the early fifties that the club began to thrive again having struggled to attract sufficient senior players. In 1952 Greytown won the knockout competition and were junior champions in 1953/54. 

In 1967 the Club celebrated its centennial and in 1970 returned to Soldiers Memorial Park in Kuratawhiti Street where a new wicket was laid two years later. In 1985/86 the Greytown Senior Team won the Bidwell Cup competition for the first time since 1903/04. 

In 1989 the Club put plans in place to raise funds for a new pavilion. This was officially opened in October 1992 by Mayor, John Garrity. 

Over the last 20 years the Club has gone from strength to strength and now has a playing membership in excess of 140 and in recent seasons has fielded 3 senior teams, 4 junior teams and a women's team. The Senior Team has won both the one and two day competitions on several occasions. 

The Club is affiliated to the Wairarapa Cricket Association which is responsible for organising cricket competitions in the Wairarapa District. 

The Volunteers

The success of the Club is dependent on the volunteers who provide their time, expertise and energy. The Club structure is shown in the following chart. 

The Club is governed by a committee of member volunteers elected at the Annual General Meeting. The Committee meets on a monthly basis and is responsible for the management and control of the Club.
The main roles of the Committee are:
· To set objectives, define policy and develop strategic direction 

· To adopt the principles of good governance in daily operations 

· To monitor the performance of the Club and its Officers in line with set goals 

· To ensure the Club will continue in the long term 
· To communicate with all parties involved including members, funding providers and sponsors and supporters

· To ensure compliance with statutory obligations

· To meet regularly

· To plan for succession

Team Competitions 
The teams take part in the competitions organised by Wairarapa Cricket Assn. Competitions commence in October and continue until the middle of March. 

The Senior Team competes in a two-day 

competition for the Bidwell Cup and a one-day competition for the Umpires Cup. 

The Second and Third Teams compete in the Open Grade one-day competition. 

The Wairarapa Women's competition has three teams and they play Twenty20 games on Friday evenings. 

The Club has around five junior teams (primary school age players) dependent on the number of children wishing to play. 

Coaching 
Greytown Cricket Club is fortunate in having committed members when it comes to coaching. Several members have completed Level 1 and 2 coaching qualifications and put in many hours with junior players at both primary school and college. Having qualified coaches is a significant long term benefit for both the Club and the Wairarapa District. 
The Club also endeavours to employ a player/coach each season to work with the Senior players. 

Key Expectations Of Players 
Each time we enter the Greytown Cricket  Clubrooms, pull on a Greytown Cricket Club  shirt or cap, attend a club function or even go into  the public domain where we can be identified as  a group of Greytown Cricket Club members we  carry a certain responsibility.  
The Greytown Cricket Club is the best Club in the Wairarapa and that is due to the people who belong to it. We all commit significant time to the clubs cause either as a volunteer, committee person or at training as a player. It is a privilege to be associated with a club with such great character and history and so many great personalities. As such it is imperative that we respect this privilege and ensure that the Club’s strength remains intact as we move forward. 
When you are identified as a member of Greytown Cricket Club we ask that you think about how your actions can affect our club.  Think of the effect that your actions may have on your team mates, your coaches and support staff, your supporters and other members as well as our sponsors and junior teams. Adverse publicity could mean that the club fails to attract or retain key sponsors thereby affecting the club financially; it may mean that we lose supporters or even fail to attract new members and players. It could even mean that a promising junior may not come to our club or may leave the club thereby damaging the ability of the club to be successful in the future. 

Training And Match Attendance 
Players are expected to attend all practice sessions. However the club is aware that we participate for the enjoyment and that in some circumstances family, work or other commitments will take priority. Injury will also dictate whether you are able to participate in practice. 

Players are expected to arrive at all matches at the designated time set down by the Coach/team captain and should be dressed appropriately. 

Should players not comply with the training and match day directives established the coach/team captain may demote or suspend a player as is deemed appropriate. 
Club Rules 
Greytown Cricket Club is in incorporated society and as such is required to have a set of rules (the "constitution") that set out how the Club is to operate. Please contact the Secretary should you wish to see a copy of these rules. 
In addition to the formal rules the Committee may also establish further rules to help the day - to-day operation of the Club. 

Meetings 
The Club's Annual General Meeting is held in August. All members are entitled to attend and vote. At this meeting the financial accounts and reports are presented, officers and committee elected for the ensuing year, an auditor appointed and Life Memberships conferred. 
Committee meetings are held regularly throughout the season and on an as required basis during the off season. Members are encouraged to let their views and concerns known to committee members so that any issues can be discussed. 

Registration 
Player registration takes place in September. Notices are placed in the local papers advising the date and times. Registration for junior players may occur one week prior to senior players. 

Social Functions & Club Attendance 
The Club is keen to involve family members in its activities and runs a number of social functions during the year. These include a family day and end of year prize-giving function. 
Sponsors 
Sponsors are a very important part of our Club and it is the responsibility of all of us to support those who support us. The club is heavily reliant on the support of the local business community and in order for them to continue to support us we must support them. 
Therefore when making a purchase decision please give serious consideration to purchasing from one of our sponsors. 

Fundraising 
The Club relies on its members to help in raising money towards operating costs. Primarily this involves having a food stall at the Martinborough Fairs in February and March. Additional activities may include splitting and selling firewood, raffles and any other means considered appropriate. 

Strategic Plan 
The Committee has prepared a 5 year strategic plan that sets out the principal goals and objectives together with strategies for achievement. The plan is reviewed annually and an updated action plan prepared. 
Subscriptions 
Players are expected to pay their subscriptions by 31 October. Payment in full entitles players to an end of year team photograph. Subscription rates may be found on the Club's website (see below). 
Payments may be made in cash or by cheque to the Treasurer or paid through online banking or by direct debit to the Club's bank account (details from the Treasurer or website Players paying their subs in full prior to Christmas will qualify for cash performance bonuses. Details can be obtained from the Club Captain. 

Health & Safety 
Greytown Cricket Club is committed to maintaining a safe and healthy environment for members, visitors and others. Health and Safety is everyone's business and everyone is expected to share in our commitment to avoid all accidents and incidents that may cause personal injury, property damage or other loss. All members and others are expected to act safely at all times to ensure their own welfare and that of their fellow members and others.
